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, the Students’ Society of McGill University (“the Society”)’s Campus Life Fee provides 

support for students projects, events, conferences, publications, productions, and athletic teams; 
 

, the purpose of the Campus Life Fee was extended to cover the costs of reserving spaces for 

Services and Interim Clubs in good standing to host their activities and hold their events at alternative 
locations on- or off-campus, only for the duration of the University Centre Building closure;  

 
,  funding applications for Services and Interim Clubs, regardless of whether they run a 

deficit or not, were prioritized over all other applications during the University Centre Building 

closure, when the purpose of such applications is to fund all or some of the costs of reserving spaces 
to host their activities and hold their events at alternative locations only for the duration of the 

University Centre Building closure; 
 

, all the members of the Society are eligible for funding given that they have not opted out 

of the fee; 

 

 the following question is sent to the Office of Student Life and Learning for 

approval:  

“Do you agree that the opt-outable $2.00 for full-time students and $1.00 for part-time students per 
semester SSMU Campus Life Fund  Fee, which is paid for by all SSMU members and contributes to the 

SSMU Campus Life Fund, accessible to all SSMU members who do not opt out of the fee, be renewed 

to start in Fall 2019, and to be charged until Winter 2024 (inclusive), with the understanding that a 

majority ”no” vote would result in the non-existence of the fee?” 

 

the Legislative Council adopts the actionable aspects of this 

question and that any grammatical or legal changes necessary do not need the re-approval of the 

Legislative Council.
