Issue

The Francophone Affairs Committee requires changes to its Terms of
Reference (ToR) in order to better reflect the Committee’s activities and
respect SSMU’s inclusive writing guidelines.

Background and
Rationale

The proposed amendments to the Committee’s Terms of Reference were
discussed and approved by its members during meetings. These
amendments include the Committee’s transition from SSMU’s Internal
Affairs portfolio to the External Affairs portfolio; the removal of a fixed
deadline for new members to join the Committee; the correction of the
Committee’s name (French ToR only); and stylistic changes to comply with
SSMU’s inclusive writing guidelines (French ToR only).

Alignment with
Mission

The proposed motion aligns with SSMU’s language and inclusive writing
policies, as the proposed amendments serve to make the Francophone
Affairs Committee’s Terms of Reference more accessible to the student
community and to better reflect the Committee’s mandates.
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Consultations
Completed

Amendments to the Committee’s terms of reference were approved by
Committee members during meetings, including representatives from
several francophone groups on campus (Le Délit, Lieu commun, Collectif de
poésie francophone, AGELF, etc.) and were discussed with SSMU’s
Vice-President (External Affairs).

Implications

The proposed amendments to the Francophone Affairs Committee’s Terms
of Reference will not pose any risk factors to the SSMU. However, these
amendments may warrant changes to other documents relating to the
Committee (e.g., regarding the SSMU portfolio supervising the Committee’s
activities and the Committee’s French name) and may increase the
Vice-President External Affairs’ workload.

The proposed amendments to the Terms of Reference will ensure that the
SSMU has an effective Francophone Affairs Committee whose documents
are accurate, inclusive and accessible to all McGill students.

8. Commission des affaires francophones / Francophone
Affairs Committee

8.1. Oversight

The Francophone Affairs Committee shall be a committee of the Legislative Council.

8.2. General

The Francophone Affairs Committee shall serve as a forum to unite representatives from every
francophone student group and association catering to undergraduate students. It will foster
better communication and collaboration between these groups, in order to streamline their
work and avoid redundancy. The committee will serve as a space for advocacy for the
academic rights of francophone students and help create a sense of community for French
speaking students.

8.3. Responsibilities

The Francophone Affairs Committee shall:

a. plan and execute initiatives to make McGill and SSMU more accessible and engaging to
francophone students;

b. promote the rich cultural diversity of the francophone world through events catering
to both francophone and non-francophone students;

c. advocate for francophone student academic rights; and

d. review and make recommendations to the Francophone Affairs Committee terms of
reference at the end of the year.

8.4. Membership

The Francophone Affairs Committee shall consist of:
a. the Francophone Affairs Commissioner (Chair, non-voting);
b. the Vice-President (External Affairs);
c. two (2) Councillors;

f.  SSMU’s Translator (non-voting).

8.5. Meetings

The Francophone Affairs Committee will meet at least once per month (that is a minimum of
four meetings) during the Fall and Winter Semesters.

8.6. Quorum

The quorum for the Francophone Affairs Committee is a simple majority of the voting
members.

8.7. Reporting

The Francophone Affairs Committee will report twice a year to Legislative Council, at the third
to last meeting of each semester.

8.8. Committee Specific

8.8.1. The representatives of each francophone student group on campus will be selected and
invited to the Committee by the Francophone Affairs Commissioner, in the first two (2) weeks
of September.

8.8.2. The francophone student groups on campus may include, but are not limited to,
undergraduate departmental associations, student-run newspapers or other publications, and
interest groups (e.g. book clubs, theatre clubs, improv groups, etc.).

8.8.3. The applications for Members at Large will be posted online within the first two (2)
weeks of September, and candidates will be selected by the Francophone Affairs

8.1. Supervision

La Commission des affaires francophones est un comité du Conseil législatif.
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8.2. Général

La Commission des affaires francophones servira de moyen (milieu d’échange) pour réunir les
membres représentants de tous les groupes et associations francophones destinés a la
communauté étudiante de premier cycle.
